1. Reviewed previous meeting minutes.

2. Tom reviewed the financials:

41 homes are late paying the 1st quarter dues.

84 homes took advantage of the annual dues discount and paid the year in fill.

3. Tom and Diane went to Brown and Associates Saturday January 29, 2000.  Brown and Associates will complete the yearly financial report and do the HOA 1999 taxes.

4. Tom reminded everyone that the articles for the newsletter are due now.

5. James presented some facts about “traffic calming”. The board is to review the pamphlet that James brought to the meeting entitled “Residential Traffic Management Guide”.

6. There was an official request made by a homeowner to have the HOA pay to have snow removal done to the neighborhood sidewalks. Prince William County does NOT by law require the residents to remove the snow from the sidewalks in front of their homes.  J.D. Lawn Service has quoted a price to the HOA at $30.00 per hour and it would take 20 to 25 hours. The estimated cost would be $600 to $750 per snowstorm. The board has decided to present this at the Annual Meeting.

7. The board has just begun do research for a possible community clubhouse. Some of the things the board would like to see in a clubhouse are capacity for 75 to 100 people, a kitchen,  (2) restrooms, accordion room dividers, a deck, a privacy fence and storage for old HOA papers.

8. Steve Jones informed the board that a new contract was mailed from J.D. Lawn Services. The board has decided to renew the contract with everything the same as last year. 

9. Tom mentioned that the HOA had published a community booklet about 4 years ago and we will take a poll to see if the residents are interested in doing another booklet.
