The meeting was called to order at 7:40PM by Krista Miller at Buckhall Fire Department.

1. Reviewed the previous meeting minutes.  Krista motioned to accept the June meeting minutes and Paul 2nd the motion.  All were in favor.

2. The discussion for new playground equipment is on hold awaiting for responses from the community.

3. All board members present were given a section of the Homeowners Association SOP Guide.  Topic was tabled awaiting a report back from Tom.

4. All board members are expected to do a newsletter article for the September issue.  Krista suggested that we all come to the next meeting with a topic for our articles.

5. The outstanding ARC violation was discussed.  The homeowner was present and stated the following:

a. “Tom held the letter 3 days before he mailed it.”

b. The car tent is in the process of being taken down.

c. Stated that they did an application for the shed in the back corner of their lot (It is not in their file).  The owner will complete another application.

This issue is closed.

6. Mark Van Pelt raised the issue of RV parking in the driveways.  This is a violation that the board is currently not enforcing.  The board needs to address the covenants and the RV parking.

7. Krista presented pictures and plans for the Purple Martin Houses.  Krista is to ask Bill Failor how much it would cost to make one.

8. ARC Applications:

a. Lot #106 – application for a screened porch

b. Lot #125 – application for a shed

c. Lot # 167- resubmitted an application for a shed (no adjacent homeowners signed as the shed has been up for 5 to 6 years).

Paul made a motion to approve all applications.  Krista 2nd the motion.

9. 2 complaints were received in writing for ARC violations.  One complaint was for a mailbox on Folkstone Drive.  The 2nd complaint was for a porch with metal columns on Dairymaid Court.  The ARC guidelines for mailboxes do not require an ARC application.  The file for the porch is to be brought to the next meeting for review.

10. Ralph made a motion for the homeowners to rewrite the ARC guidelines.  There was some discussion on the topic but nothing was resolved.

11. Diane made a motion to make copies of the ARC Guidelines (Homeowners Design Guidelines) that were updated in 1996 and sent to all homeowners.  Paul 2nd the motion and also volunteered to make the copies.  All were in favor.

12. Ralph stated that he would have the rough draft of the letter to the County revoking the resolution with Evergreen Terrace at the next meeting.

Community Time:

13. Belinda Nethery stated “Tom said” is not good enough.  We need to follow the guidelines.  She also stated she feels the playground equipment needs to go out to the community for a vote.

14. Mark VanPelt wanted to know if there was a problem with the SWM dam?  He suggested that we find out if the Army Corp of Engineers can help with this.  Logan and Ralph are looking into this.

15. Brenda Van Pelt wanted to know why Ron Hoffmann was voted onto the HOA Board when John Ensor had the next most votes at the annual meeting.  Diane stated that Board followed the by-laws of our community.

16. Paul made a motion to close the meeting at 9:05PM.  Krista 2nd the motion.  All were in favor.
