The meeting was called to order at 7:41p.m. by Tom DeWispelaere at Buckhall Fire Department.

1. Reviewed previous meeting minutes and financials.

2. Tom introduced our newest board member, Paul Gibbons.

3. Steve Jones sent an e-mail to Tom in regards to the front entrance landscaping.  There are shrubs that died in the front entrance and a resident would like them replaced.  Steve got a quote for (7) red tip dogwood trees, and (1) 6-7 foot hemlock tree for $675 for the planting and annual care.  Logan made a motion to accept the quote and have the work done.  Ralph 2nd the motion and all were in favor.

4. The light fixture at the front entrance is broken and needs to be fixed/replaced.  Tom made a motion to have this repaired/replaced.  Diane 2nd the motion and all were in favor.

5. Diane presented an option for playground equipment, which includes 1 big unit, a swing set, a balance beam, a surf rider, and 3 benches for parents.  Tom also mentioned that we would work with the people that are in charge of playground equipment for Prince William County Schools to ensure that we get the safest equipment for our community.  We will put an article in the newsletter and ask for feedback from the community.  Ralph suggested that we get a community vote due to the cost of the equipment.  The playground equipment that was presented is approximately $16,500 plus any work that will need to be done to the grounds.

6. Job descriptions were turned in and read by all.  The ARC description needs to be done.  Tom will get a list of licenses, certificates, etc. that the board holds and when they expire.

7. Quarterly newsletter articles are due no later than June 20th.

8. An ARC violation (car tent) was discussed with the residents.  The resident will turn in an ARC application for the car tent.  The resident also requested to view the individual files for Tom DeWispelaere and Diane Morvay.

9. Diane mentioned that a resident approached her and requested that the board hire an outside agency to go through the neighborhood to record ARC violations.  The resident noted that some of the covenants are not being followed.

10. The storm water management area should have a periodic inspection.  Logan and Ralph are to research this matter.

11. In order to update or change the covenants and by-laws we would need 90% of the community to approve.  Tom is going to get with Don Coulter to research how to approach this matter.

12. Ralph asked if the resolution with Evergreen has an expiration date.  Tom asked Ralph to write a letter to Evergreen Terrace revoking the SWM resolution.  Don Coulter and all board members will review the letter before it is sent.

13. ARC Applications:

a. Lot #130 – application for a deck (part open and part screened in).

b. Lot #61 – application for a Florida room and a deck.

Tom made a motion to accept both applications.  Ralph 2nd the motion and all were in favor.

14. Nominations to fill the board member vacancy (vacated by Steve Jones) are as follows:  John Ensor, Ronald Hoffmann and Brenda VanPelt.  The results were 3 votes for Ronald Hoffmann, 2 votes for John Ensor, and one vote for Brenda Van Pelt.  Welcome Ronald Hoffmann to the Arrowood HOA Board of Directors.

15. Ralph nominated Krista Miller for the open position of Vice President.  Paul Gibbons 2nd the motion and all were in favor.  Tom nominated Ralph Keene for the open position of ARC Chairman.  Diane 2nd the motion, and all were in favor.

16. Krista spoke about residents that volunteered to build Purple Martin Houses to help control the mosquitoes.  These Purple Martin Houses would be placed in the SWM area.  Krista will bring pictures to the next meeting.  Paul also suggested that Tom find out how much JD Lawn Service would charge to clean up the SWM area.

17. Tom spoke with JD Lawn Service about more frequent bush hogging of the SWM area.  Diane suggested that the SWM area be done once a month.  This will be discussed at the next meeting.

Community Time:

18. Lonnie Moyer stated that JD Lawn Service is not edging around the fence.  Tom stated that it wasn’t in their contract to edge.

19. Lonnie Moyer suggested that the Board let the community know how much money is in the treasury.  Logan will do a treasurer column for the newsletter starting in September.

20. Brian Shaw asked if Tom or Diane had let Prince William County know the outcome of the SWM vote.  Tome stated that he had phoned the County and Mr. Nash’s attorney with the outcome.

21. Michael Kendall was asking the same questions about the Resolution with Evergreen Terrace that he has asked at the May 17th meeting.

22. Diane made a motion to close the meeting at 9:50p.m.  Tom 2nd the motion and all were in favor.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:50PM.
